This past summer I went to Bohmte, Germany, a little 
town of 6,000 inhabitants halfway between Hamburg and 
Cologne, on the American Field ervice Program. l sailed 
from ~ew York Harbor on the S. . Ryndam on June 21st 
and landed at Rotterdam, Holland, July lst. I flew home 
August 30th. 

My host family's name was Engelhardt and consisted 
of Mutti (my mother), Papa, Georg, and Karl Welhelm 
(both 22), Peter (age 17) who is now in Cleveland, Ohio 
on the A.F.S. program; and Dorlien (age 16).
