Here I had the opportunity
to see snow for the first time in my life, and to do all kinds
of winter sports. In Brazil we have a very mild climate.

I arrived in NewYork in August with 160 other Brazili-
ans, all of them AFS students. AFS is one of the most inter-
esting programs that I know of?. It has given me the oppor-
tunity to come to the United States and live in an American
home like an American and at the same time to explain our
country to all of you. I'm really proud to be an AFS stu-
dent.

A special thanks to my family, Mr. and Mrs. Lee Elliott,
Scott, Terry, and Jon, and everyone else who directly or in-
directly helped me to live one of the greatest experiences of
my life.
