Debra Lynn Ramsey was born August 9, 1955 in Coming, Iowa the daughter of Daryl Eugene
Rodman and Lois Marie Bennett Rodman. She grew up in Omaha, graduating from North
High School in 1973. Deb loved all of God’s creatures, and shared the love and friendship of
many pets over the years. On her walks home from school, she would often start following a
bird or butterfly, forgetting she was supposed to be on her way home. On December 31, 1988
she was united in marriage to Reldon C. Ramsey at their home in Corning. To this loving
marriage a daughter Sara was born. Sara was the joy in Deb and Reldon’s life. As a good
friend put it, “she’s the best thing you've done together”. Deb already knew what her
daughter’s name would be before she met Reldon.

Deb and Reldon owned and operated Main Street Floral, (later Main Street Memories) in
Corning for many years. She enjoyed meeting the public and had also worked in public
relations. Deb was formerly involved with the Corning Friends of the Library and the
Cormning SHARE Program. She was fiercely competitive at times, especially when playing
shuffleboard. The team of Deb and her friend Mike were Omaha City Champions one year.
She enjoyed all kinds of music, and in her younger years liked singing country music. When
Deb returned to the Corning area, she loved spending time with family and friends, and was an
avid Adams County Speedway Fan. She collected cookbooks and was always happy to find a
new community or church cookbook. Deb loved to be outdoors — fishing with her Aunt Iva
and Uncle Carl, taking drives through the countryside, and strolling through beautiful flower
gardens. Quilts were another of Deb’s loves, she enjoyed watching quilting shows and reading
quilting magazines. The magazines gave her a great deal of pleasure over the last several
months. She dreamed of one day making a quilt of her own. Always willing to lend a hand,
Deb could be counted on to help someone in a time of need.

In 1998 Deb was diagnosed with breast cancer, a battle she valiantly fought to the end. After
completing chemotherapy and radiation in 1999, the family vacationed in Colorado, something
they would continue to do the following two years. These trips were very important to Deb
and many great memories were made during those summer days. Some of her favorite
memories came from seeing a magical place called the Butterfly Pavilion where she was able
to hold “Rosie” a tarantula spider. During their last visit to the Rainforest Area a butterfly (or
flutterby’ as Deb referred to them) landed on Deb’s arm, her eyes were filled with delight as
you could see the joy this gave her. Another was spending the night in a cabin, singing
campfire songs and making smores. It was the highlight of this summer’s vacation for her.

On September 28, 2001, Deb was baptized in the United Methodist Church in Corning. And
that day, she and Reldon also renewed their marriage vows. This was a very special time in
their lives. Rekindling the love they first had and being able to share their special day with
their many friends and family. As Deb’s illness progressed she would often have what she
called “Gypsy Dreams”. In her dreams, she and Reldon would make things to sell along the
road as they traveled west to see their friend Mary and her family in Denver. The family never
tired of hearing of the adventures they had in these dreams.
